Congresswoman Jasmine Crocket, born on (March 29, 1981}in Saint Louis,
Missouri, is an American attorney and Democratic politician currently representing
Texas's 30th congressional district in the U.S. House of Representatives. Known as
a "liberal firebrand," she gained national attention for her sharp advocacy on issues
such as voting rights and civil liberties. In 2003 she graduated with a B.A. in
business administration from Rhodes College in Memphis, Tennessee where she
earned her degree in business administration. and in 2006. earned her law degree
from the University of Houston Law Center in Houston, Texas.

Served as a public defender in Bowie County, Texas (2007-2010) before founding
her own firm, Crockett Law PLLC, where she focused on civil rights, criminal
defense, and personal injury law. Notably, she provided pro bono representation for
Black Lives Matter activists. While practicing law in Arkansas, she was initiated
into Delta Sigma Theta Sorority, Inc. in Spring 2009 via the Magnolia Alumnae
Chapter.

She represented District 100 in the Texas House of Representatives (2021-2023).
During her single term in the state legislature, she was recognized as a prolific
freshman legislator, filing more bills than any other newcomer.

Crockett was elected to the US House of Representatives in 2023, and has focused
on government oversight, civil rights, and consumer protection. Congresswoman
Jasmine Crockett has secured tens of millions in federal funding for Texas’s 30
District, heavily on infrastructure, public safety, and community revitalization She



has been appointed Vice Ranking Member of the House Committee on Oversight
and Government Reform and is the Ranking Member of the Judiciary
Subcommittee on Oversight.
