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Greta Thunberg, born on January 3, 2003, in Stockholm, Sweden, began her 
education in local Swedish schools. However, as she gained international 
recognition, her learning shifted away from traditional classrooms toward real-
world experiences. Her activism started at age 15 when she initiated the "School 
Strike for Climate," sitting outside the Swedish Parliament. This strike sparked the 
Fridays for Future movement, inspiring millions globally. She has been nominated 
for the Nobel Peace Prize multiple times. and Greta was named the Time 
Magazine Person of the Year in 2019, making her the youngest individual ever to 
receive the honor. 

Greta received honors like the Right Livelihood Award. Her key influences have 
been scientific research, the support of her family, and the global climate 
movement.  

Greta returned to her studies and officially graduated from high school in June 
2023. Even as a graduate, she continues to emphasize that we must "listen to the 
science Her words resonate with urgency: "I want you to act as if the house is on 
fire, because it is."
